Read and Understand these Instructions Thoroughly BEFORE beginning Installation.

REMOVE STOCK PARTS

Remove the two side pods below the back of the seat. Remove the 2 M6 bolts the secure the side plastic
below the back of the seat (there is 1 bolt on each side). See Figure 1.

Remove the plastic buttons that hold the rear of each side pod. There is one button on the left and one on
the right. See Figure 2.

Remove the two side pods by sliding them each forward. Do not force them, or you may break the plastic
interlocking tabs. See Figure 3.

Remove the 2 M8 seat bolts (M12 head). There is one on the left and one on the right. See Figure 4.
Remove the Seat by lifting up and pulling rearward. See Figure 5.

If the machine has a Tail Light directly behind and below the exhaust exit, you will need to remove the
cover at this time.

Remove the 3 Allen headed bolts that hold the Rear Plastic cover to the OEM Exhaust. Also remove the 2
Allen headed bolts the secure the rear of the OEM exhaust to the tunnel mount. See Figure 6.

Remove the 2 M8 bolts that secure the Aluminum Shield to the Exhaust System. These 2 bolts are
accessed through 2 holes in the aluminum shield using an M12 socket on an extension. Also remove the
exhaust clamp bolt through a third hole in the aluminum shield. See Figure 7.

If the machine has a Tail Light directly behind and below the exhaust exit, you will need to remove the
Taillight at this time.

Do NOT remove the Aluminum Heat Shield.

Remove the Muffler by pulling it rearward.

NOTE: SEVERAL OF THE FOLLOWING PICTURES HAVE THE HEAT SHIELD REMOVED. THIS IS
FOR CLARITY ONLY, YOU DO NOT HAVE TO REMOVE YOUR SHIELD.

Install the T-clamp provided over the new Exhaust. Take up the slack in the clamp, but to not tighten at
this time.

Install one of the two OEM rubber isolators on the NEW Exhaust. The isolator has 3 parts, 2 rubber and 1
steel collar. One installed, keep track of the bottom rubber so that it does not fall off. See Figure 8.

Install the new Exhaust System through the rear of the sled.

Secure the new exhaust using 2 OEM M2 Allen Button Headed Bolts. Start the bolts only, do NOT tighten
completely at this time. See Figure 9.

At this time also verify that rubber isolator is positioned correctly on top of the cross brace in the Aluminum
Heat Shield and that the lower rubber piece is still in place. Start one of the OEM bolts that connects the
pipe to the shield. Do not tighten completely at this time.

Tighten the New T-Clamp around the muffler assembly. Make sure the clamp is near the end of the pipe
so that it can effectively crush the joint. You will have to use a flashlight and look under the tunnel of the
sled to verify. See Figure 10.

Tighten the 2 Rear Button Head Allen bolts that you started a couple of steps earlier.

Tighten the M8 bolts the holds the exhaust to the heat Shield that you started a couple of steps earlier.
Install the new spacer using the bolt provided, recommend blue or red loctite .See Figure 11.

Reinstall the rear Exhaust Cover using 3 OEM Button Head Allen bolts. The bottom two bolts will require
nuts as our bracket is not threaded. See Figure 12.

Recheck all bolts.
