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Nytro Stage 1&2 Supercharger Cold Air Kit 
Read and Understand these Instructions thoroughly BEFORE beginning installation. 

 
 Bolt & Screw Sizes called out are the thread size, not the wrench or socket size. 
 Left Hand (LH) and Right Hand (RH) references always assume you are sitting on the sled. 

 
 
REMOVE STEERING COLUMN & INTERCOOLER   
1. Refer to you Supercharger Kit Instructions and remove the headlight, steering column, intercooler & etc). 

This should expose the supercharger.  
 
REMOVE THE ORIGINAL MPI AIR FILTER   
2. Remove the original MPI provided air filter from the supercharger inlet. The air filter will NOT be reused, 

but the Pre-Filter WILL be reused. 
 
BULKHEAD PREPARATION   
3. Install the included template on the LH side of the vehicle frame. Remove the top two 10mm bolts that hold 

the black steel frame to the aluminum bulkhead. Temporarily install the template using longer 10mm bolts. 
2 longer bolts were provided in the original supercharger kit. Tighten the bolts. See Figure 1. 

4. Cover the throttle bodies with a towel to prevent chips from entering the motor and the supercharger. 
5. Using a ¼” bit and the template as a guide, drill a ¼” hole in the bulkhead.  
6. Using a 2-5/8” hold saw and the ¼” hole in the bulkhead as a guide, drill a 2-5/8” hole in the bulkhead. It 

will help if you replace the ¼ center drill in the hole saw with a ¼ dowel pin (or flip the drill bit over 
backwards); this will prevent the hole saw from drifting. See Figure 2. 

7. Dress the hole edges with a file to remove any sharp edges. Vacuum up and blow-away any chips and 
filings. 

8. Cut 3 small pieces of Rubber Edge Trim to fit the bulkhead. We recommend gluing them in place with a 
3M Gasket & Weather Strip Adhesive Glue or similar. See Figure 3. 

 
INTAKE INSTALLATION   
9. Install the long end of the intake tube through the bulkhead starting from the outside of the bulkhead. Use 

silicone spray if the tube is tight. See Figure 4. 
10. Install the 2-1/4” long piece of silicon hose over the tube first.  
11. Install the 75mm constant tension Oetiker clamp next and then the 70mm constant tension Oetiker clamp.  
12. Slide the hose and tube over the supercharger inlet. Verify the Aluminum tube is not touching the 

supercharger inlet directly. Position the clamps as shown in Figure 5 also see Figure 6. 
13. Position the Tube Outlet over the clutch cover (parallel to the cover) as shown in Figure 7. 
14. Tighten the clamps. 
15. Install the new Air Filter Provided in the Kit. 
16. Install The Snow Pre-Filter.  
17. Reassemble The Sled per the Original Supercharger Kit Instructions.
