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Apex Bypass Valve (BPV)

Read and Understand these Instructions thoroughly BEFORE beginning installation.

0o Bolt & Screw Sizes called out are the thread size, not the wrench or socket size.
a Left Hand (LH) and Right Hand (RH) references always assume you are sitting on the sled.

REMOVE INTERCOOLER
1) Refer to you Supercharger Kit Instructions and remove the headlight, intercooler & etc. This should expose
the supercharger.

THROTTLE BODY PREPARATION

2) Locate the OEM plastic Tee connecting the 4 throttle bodies the OEM MAP sensor and the OEM pressure
regulator.

3) Remove a rubber plug from each throttle body. These are located next to the grey OEM hose connections.

4) Install the New Pressure Manifold included with the kit. This is the Manifold with hoses pre-connected to
every port. The lines may be trimmed (cut) to fit. The outlet points toward the LH side of the vehicle. See
Figure 4&5.

5) Zip Tie all connections. Verify that all other hose connections to the throttle body rack is also zip tied.

6) Install long piece of 5/32” hose 5 way tee & zip tie.

INTERCOOLER PREPARATION AND VALVE INSTALLATION

7) Weld blow off valve base to the intercooler as pictured and then drill hole in intercooler through the opening
of the base plate. Make sure after you have drilled this hole that NO Shavings and or metal particles are left
inside the intercooler as this can cause damage to the engine. See Figure 1&2.

8) Place o-ring in groove on base plate and mount BOV to base plate using bolts provided. Tighten till snug,
DO NOT over-tighten bolts.

9) Screw the 90-degree brass fitting into the threaded pipe tap that already exists on the underside of the
Intercooler. Be sure to use thread sealant on the fitting. See Figure 3.

10) Connect 5/32" house to 90-degree brass fitting on bottom of intercooler and then connect the other end of
this hose to the fitting closest to the bypass valve on the intercooler (the bottom or lower port). Be sure to
Zip tie tightly all hose connections.

RE-ASSEMBLE #1
11) Reinstall the intercooler, head light assembly and trim.

BYPASS VALVE INSTALLATION

12) Connect 5/32” hose from the 5 way vacuum manifold to the brass fitting on the top of BOV. (fitting farthest
from the intercooler or top port).

13) If installing Electronic Boost Control, the Solenoid Valve will be installed between the upper port of the
valve and the Throttle Bodies. The ProLogger's Map Sensor must be taped in between the Valve and the
Throttle Bodies.

RE-ASSEMBLE #2
14) Reinstall the intercooler
15) Reinstall all remaining parts: Steering column, head light, etc.

OPERATION
16) The valve is hands off. There is noting to do but ride.
17) Simple adjustments are available, but are typically not required.
a) Tightening the Spring (turning the set screw CW) in the BPV (ByPass Valve) will reduce the time the
valve is open.
b) Loosening the Spring (turning the set screw CCW) in the BPV (ByPass Valve) will increase the time the
valve is open.
